BACKGROUND

Annually, the City Council reviews the City’s Vision Statement and Priority Goals. This year the
process is being enhanced with the Council regarding the priority for policy discussions in the
upcoming year.

The meeting format itself is intended to be informal, a Work Session in which the Council is
requested to actively engage and interact in the discussion. The City Administrator and other
Staff will help organize and facilitate the discussion. However, the Council is expected to lead
the discussion. In the Work Session, the Council will be asked to:

Review Community Vision

Discuss Issues Impacting Elko New Market, City Operations and Service Delivery
Review Priority Goals

Identify and Prioritize Policy Discussion Topics

VISION AND GOALS

The visioning and goal setting process is a precursor to the formal process for the 2019
Budget. The workshop uses a simple but successful process to assist the City Council in
identifying and discussing issues that are facing the City of Elko New Market. The process is
used as a tool to help the Council establish and maintain a common vision and goals that will
be used to provide a framework for shaping policy, setting priorities and budgeting.

Municipal government provides several basic public services and is responsible for numerous
regulatory and statutory activities. The scope of local government activities includes, but is not
limited to public safety, streets and transportation, land use, utilities, parks & recreation,
environmental protection, licensing & permitting, elections and maintenance of public records.
Each community must make decisions regarding the administration of city activities and the
provision of services. However, the City has a finite or limited amount of resources (funding,
staff time, etc.). Inevitably, the “wants and needs” of the community are greater than the City’s
ability to meet them all. Ultimately, the Council must make decisions regarding the allocation of
the City’s limited resources. The process is designed to help the Council focus their decisions
regarding resource allocation.

As in past years, the discussion will be facilitated by the City Administrator. The workshop
provides an informal forum to discuss issues that are facing the community and its future. This
is a “quick and dirty” process that is intended to help the Council develop some consensus
regarding community vision, issues, goals and priorities. The process is based on the concept
of starting with “the big picture” and then working towards greater levels of detail.



The overall process involves four steps: (1) develop a common vision for community, (2)
identify community issues, (3) establish goals, and (4) implementation.
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First, the Council will be asked to discuss its vision for the community. The vision is a mental
image of the community 20-30 years in the future that is both desirable and feasible. The
vision is not so much an end product, as a direction in which the community should be moving.
The discussion will help the Council to develop a consensus on that vision, which will serve as
the foundation for the rest of the process. The current Vision statement that was adopted by
the City Council in July of 2011 will serve as the basis for the discussion.

The Council will then be asked to identify the most important issues that are facing the
community within the next 10 years. For purposes of this discussion, issues are defined as
problems, pressures, needs and other factors that significantly impact the community.
Examples of issues may include development trends (up or down), city finances, city staffing
and personnel, demands for services, city facilities, infrastructure reconstruction aging
population, mental health, changing demands and expectations in services, etc. The issues
identified last year have been included for reference. The community vision and issues that are
identified by the Council will serve as the context or backdrop as the Council develops goals
and staff prepares action items for implementation.

The Community Oriented Local Government philosophy that was adopted in July of 2017 has
also been provided for reference. Strengthening the relationship between the philosophy and
the Vision/Goals has been discussed since the adoption of the Community Oriented Local
Government philosophy.



The Council will then be asked to establish a number of priority goals, approximately 5-7 in
total. For the purposes of this process, goals are defined as projects or activities that merit
special attention and/or focused resources. Goals should be easily defined and measurable for
progress and/or completion. In addition, the goals should be reasonably achievable within a 1-
5 year time frame. The current adopted goals have been provided for reference. An update on
the progress of each of the goals over the last year will be presented at the work session.

The goals will be used to provide a framework for shaping policy, setting priorities and
budgeting. Since action items necessary to achieve the identified goals may require funding,
this exercise will serve as an excellent lead-in to the City’s annual budget process.

POLICY DISCUSSION TOPICS

The City Council is being asked to identify policy topics and their relative priority for policy
discussions in the upcoming year. The intent is to develop of list of discussion items for the
Council over the coming months for Council education, planning and/or budgeting purposes.
These discussions may simply be conveyance of information to provide Council with
information and background in general or as a starting point for further Council discussion and
possible action items. The intent is not to delve into the topics themselves, but rather identify
policy topics for discussion at a future meeting.

As a starting point, staff has compiled a list of potential policy discussion topics based on areas
of common inquiry, past Council discussion or anticipated relevance by staff. The Council may
certainly add to the list at the meeting.

EDA vs. EDC and Composition - Should the City have an EDA or EDC? What should the
composition be? In the past, the question of whether Elko New Market should have an
Economic Development Authority (EDA) or Economic Development Commission (EDC) has
been asked. The question is again being presented for Council consideration. Regardless of
which option is chosen, should there be a change in composition (specifically who and how
many)?. The purpose of this presentation is to outline the similarities and differences between
and EDA and EDC and provide composition options.

Factors Related to Development - Why doesn’t development occur? What barriers impact
feasibility of development? The fact is that there are many factors that relate to the feasibility of
each development or business proposal such as the availability of land, availability of
infrastructure, and the market. Each of these factors contributes greatly to the overall cost and
ultimately feasibility of a development. The intent of this presentation is to review in greater
detail the factors affecting development, the impacts they have, and how they apply in Elko
New Market.

Funding Infrastructure to Support Development - How do we fund public infrastructure
necessary to support development? What are the challenges and burdens faced by developers
and taxpayers? How do we limit or minimize them? The construction of system infrastructure
(primarily utilities and collector roadways) serving undeveloped land is a major burden for new
development. Often times, utilities and roadway must be extended to a parcel in order for it to
be developed. However, if the extension costs are too great due to distance and/or nature of
improvement, the development desired by a parcel owner/developer may not be viable. This
presentation will review the challenges and burdens of new development, current City policies



regarding development fees and extension of public infrastructure, and potential strategies for
funding public infrastructure.

Interchange Development — Park I-35 and Adelman Property - What are their challenges
and benefits of development at the interchange? Can anything be done to overcome these
challenges? There has been much planning work completed, and more in process, to facilitate
development near the interchange. Great partnerships with the Scott County CDA, local land-
owners and developers have facilitated the completion of wetland investigations, geotechnical
work, tree inventories, survey work, traffic studies and environmental studies. The largest
remaining obstacles: extension of utilities to the interchange area, construction of streets and
utilities into the planned development areas, and replacement of the
interchange/bridge. Absent a specific user wishing to locate at the sites, there are few
opportunities for grant funding to facilitate the extension of utilities. The intent of this
presentation is to review the history and background of Park I-35 and the Adelman Property
and discuss the barriers and benefits of development at the interchange.

Development Fees — Basis, Comparison and Options for Changes - Can and should the
City make changes to its development fees? How do we compare to other area communities?
Development fees are charged to industrial, commercial, and residential developers in order to
cover City costs associated with development. Generally they include utility fees (i.e. water,
storm water, and sewer), building permit fees (i.e. plan review and building inspection), and
land use permit fees (i.e. park dedication, variances, condition use permits, grading permit,
etc.). Development fees create an overhead cost for development that impacts the feasibility of
a project. This presentation will review the City’s development fees, the basis for collecting
them, how they compare to other area communities, possible adjustments that could be made,
and the consequences of those adjustments.

Met Council SAC Surcharge - What is the Met Council SAC surcharge? How does it impact
costs of development? Can the City do anything about them? The Met Council's Sewer
Availability Charge (SAC) is a fee charged directly to local governments when a new
development first connects to the regional wastewater system or a property changes it use to
create more demand on the system. Local governments, Elko New Market included, pass this
fee on to the property owners. Unlike other communities in the region, Elko New Market has a
special surcharge in addition to the regular SAC charge. The intent of this presentation is to
review the history and purpose of the Met Council SAC surcharge, the impacts it has on
development and what, if anything, can be done to change it.

Affordable and Workforce Housing - What is affordable and workforce housing? Why is it
important? What can be done to promote affordable housing? What is the inventory in Elko
New Market? The availability of affordable housing throughout the City, County, State and
Nation is becoming an increasingly important topic with more public discussion. The topic and
the recent release of a research paper published by the Housing Affordability Institute entitled
Priced Out: The True Cost of Minnesota’s Broken Housing Market has caused even more
debate and discussion regarding the housing costs in Minnesota. This presentation will provide
more information on what affordable and workforce housing is, factors that affect their
availability and what can be done to promote affordable housing in EIko New Market.

Transit - What types of transit services should be provided in Elko New Market? Should the
City actively pursue a formal transit route? Currently, the only transit service that operates



within the City limits is Scott County’s Dial-a-Ride. No other regular transit service exists in
Elko New Market and there are no formal plans with area transit organizations (i.e. MVTA or
Metro Transit) to expand routes to Elko New Market. However, the City’s Vision Statement
states that “Elko New Market will have an effective and efficient transportation system,
including access to the greater metropolitan area, transit opportunities, and improved
connectivity to the interstate.” Transit will play a long term role in the City’'s development,
connectivity and our residents quality of life. This presentation will include a general
background on transit and the steps necessary to get transit to Elko New Market.

Secondary Access to Woodcrest Neighborhood - Should the City construct a secondary
access into the Woodcrest neighborhood? Why is it needed? The access into the Woodcrest
neighborhood is up a steep hill that gets slick during any snowfall making it difficult and, at
times, impossible to access the neighborhood. Difficulty accessing the Woodcrest
neighborhood due to weather conditions presents a public safety issue, if police and fire were
not able access the neighborhood during an emergency. This presentation will outline why a
secondary access is needed and how it might be achieved.

Public Facility Maintenance - What is the condition of the City’s core facilities? What does
that mean for facilities costs? None of the City’s core facilities have seen significant investment
in regards to maintenance or renovation. With facilities ranging from over 30 years old (City
Hall) to over 100 years old (Police Department), the need for investment in maintenance
and/or renovation continues to increase. The Council recently approved architectural services
for Phase 1 of the Police Department renovation; yet, other facilities (i.e. City Hall, the William
Street storage shed, and the Church Street garage and archives building) are also in need of
maintenance/renovations or will be in the future. The intent of this presentation is to provide an
overview of existing facility conditions, discuss the increasing need for maintenance and/or
renovation of core facilities in order to keep them viable operating spaces.

Municipal Campus - What is the Municipal Campus? How did this idea come to be? In 2008,
the City of Elko New Market commissioned a Master Facility Plan. The Plan recommended the
establishment of a Municipal Campus and identified a number of potential locations. This
presentation will provide a brief overview of the study and recommendations found within the
Master Facility Plan and how it might be achieved.

Community Center - Should we build a community center? Where will the funding come
from? When and where should it be built? A Community Center for EIko New Market has been
mentioned by residents in each of the last three Community Surveys. In this presentation, Staff
will share the Community Survey results, as well as information about the components, costs,
and process of developing a Community Center.

Funding Park Infrastructure - What are the near and long term park needs in Elko New
Market? How will they be financed? As Elko New Market continues to grow so do the parks
and recreation needs of the community. Three major needs will be to address issues with
aging equipment and facilities, repurpose existing parks to meet changing demands, and
develop new parks to serve the growing population. Funding sources are limited and
addressing the above needs will place a larger burden on developers, taxpayers, or both. The
purpose of this presentation is to outline the near and long term parks and recreation needs
and provide potential financing options to support those needs.



Community Park - Does Elko New Market need a Community Park or large athletic complex?
Where should it be located? What facilities should it include? How much land do we need?
The need for a Community Park has been a topic of conversation for a number of years and
most recently as part of the Comprehensive Plan update. The intent of this presentation is to
provide the Council with information on the park planning definition, including land size, usual
facilities, and costs. Staff will update you on work done to date on possible locations for a
Community park, as well as show you some examples from other cities.

Funding Public Works Equipment - Should Public Works continue to purchase used
equipment? What are the pros and cons of purchasing used versus new equipment?
Historically, Public Works has purchased good, used equipment when possible. However, due
to increasing costs, lack of quality inventory in the market and limited access to parts,
purchasing used equipment may no longer be a sensible option in certain circumstances. This
presentation will review the factors influencing the decision to purchase new vs. used
equipment and the cost implications of making the “jump” to new Public Works equipment
(such as plow trucks).

Financing Fire Department Apparatus - What apparatus needs replacement? How much
does it cost? How will funding the equipment impact taxpayers? Within the next five years,
over half of the major fire apparatus will need replaced. Currently, no capital reserves have
been saved to fund the replacement of major apparatus and a substantial debt service will be
necessary. The amount of funding needed to finance new apparatus will impact taxpayers in
both the City and the township within the fire district. This presentation will more specifically
detail the needs of the Fire Department, the cost of new apparatus, and the impact it will have
on taxpayers.

Fire Department Recruitment and Retention - What can be done to improve recruitment and
retention of qualified candidates? How should we prepare for loss of staff? In the era of
modern fire service, highly qualified candidates are difficult to come by. Changing lifestyle
trends such as the transient nature of workers, the distance between home and work, and
increasing demands of family and extracurricular activities, have influenced the number, quality
and longevity of service for candidates available for recruitment. Although the Fire Department
currently has the staff necessary to meet call loads, future recruitment and retention is a major
concern. Currently, 10 of the 28 (36%) Firefighters are fully vested and could retire with full
pension at any time. An additional 3 (11%), will be fully vested within the next five years. So,
nearly half of the Department is or will be able to “punch out” and retire from the department
with full pension within the next five years. The intent of this presentation is to discuss, staffing,
succession planning, recruitment and retention of firefighters.

Police Department Staffing - What would it take to have 24/7/365 coverage from the Police
Department? How close are we today? What are the Council's goals regarding 24/7/365
coverage? When and how quickly should changes be made? In this presentation, Staff will
review existing staff levels and discuss staffing changes necessary to increase the Police
Departments level of service, as well as the cost.

Ordinances 101 - Do you know how to read, understand, and utilize the Elko New Market City
Code? During this presentation, Staff will discuss how ordinances are structured and provide



the Council with the information necessary to access, read, interpret, and utilize the City
ordinances.

Code Enforcement - Should the City change its policy regarding code enforcement? Are our
ordinances reasonable and/or enforceable? Code enforcement is becoming an increasingly
important topic in Elko New Market. The volume of calls received at City Hall, reporting
violations of City Codes, continues to rise. The most recent community survey indicates that
the community is increasingly expecting higher standards of the properties in their
communities and neighborhoods. Enforcing the current codes, and changing the culture,
requires staff and time. This presentation will outline why code enforcement is necessary,
current code enforcement practices, the potential consequences of various approaches to
code enforcement and what changes the City may want to make to regulations and how they
are enforced.

Public Communications - How does and should the City communicate with the public? What
are the resources required? What resources do we have? Existing outlets of communication
utilized by the City include: the City website, City Newsletters, the electronic sign in front of
City Hall, Facebook, and Twitter. Frequency and quality of communications is heavily
dependent on Staff time and resources. The purpose of this presentation is to provide a brief
background on public communications and communication outlets used by the City.

The community will have an effective and efficient transportation
system, including access to the greater metropolitan area, transit
opportunities, and improved connectivity to the interstate.

Elko New Market will provide community oriented local government
that promotes community involvement, organizational improvements,
problem solving, performance measurement and professionalism.
The City will be financially sound, engaging in long-term financial
planning to provide municipal services without undue burden on the
tax payers of the city.

The City of Elko New Market shall provide Community Oriented Local Government. This
philosophy guides the City - its Council, Commissions, Staff and other agents in how they
conduct the business of local government and provide public services.

The Community-Oriented Local Government philosophy is comprised of five key
components:

1. Community Involvement - The City of Elko New Market will incorporate community
feedback in making participative, transparent decisions by:
- Providing more opportunities for the public to have input on decisions that affect
them.
- Engaging the public in strategic planning initiatives, both short and long term.
- Enabling the public to provide input on the effectiveness of public services and
policies.
- Working to develop leadership within the community.

2. Organizational Improvements - The City of Elko New Market will strive to elevate the
level of customer service and service delivery through cost effective use of personnel,
structure, and information systems by:

- Developing an organizational climate that promotes innovation, creativity, and a
customer-centered focus in providing community services, programs and
projects.

- Improve public services by reducing barriers between City departments in order
to provide greater accessibility, flexibility, and efficiency in the delivery of public
services.

3. Problem Solving - The City of EIko New Market will engage in the process of proactive
and systematic examination of identified issues in order to evaluate effective policy
decisions by:

- Using available technology to improve the quality and accuracy of data used in
decisions.

- Provide the resources to develop and implement the most cost effective
solutions.

- Considering the long term costs and benefits in policy decisions.

- Engaging in long-term financial planning to provide public services without
undue burden on the tax payers of the city.

4. Performance Measurement - The City of Elko New Market will develop and utilize
methods for measuring performance to evaluate progress and establish accountability
for improving public services.

5. Professionalism - The City of Elko New Market will provide local government that is
characterized by high technical and ethical standards. The City will conduct business
and present itself in a manner that that promotes public confidence. The City will
endeavor to recruit, train, and develop cohesive, high quality professional staff that will
excel in providing public services.

FINDINGS AND IMPLICATIONS
2018 City of EIko New Market

City Demographics:

Elko New Market remains a growing exurban community. Since the 2015 study, the median
longevity of adult residents decreased by less than two years to 11.0 years. This is over five
years lower than the metro area average, but in line with other exurban areas. Twenty-three
percent of the sample report moving to the city during the past five years, while 28% was there
for over two decades. Fifty-six percent have school-aged or pre-school children in their
households.

The median age of respondents is 43.0 years old. Nineteen percent of the sample is over 55
years old, while 24% are less than 35 years old. Women outnumber men by two percent in the
sample.

Quality of Life Issues:

Ninety-eight percent rate their quality of life as either “excellent” or “good;” in fact, 46% see it
as “excellent.” Only two percent rate the quality of life lower. The key differentiating factor for
quality of life is the “excellent” rating given by residents. A high 46% deem it “excellent,”
placing the city well within the top decile of Greater Metropolitan Area suburban and exurban
communities. Among exurban communities, Elko New Market’s “excellent rating” is at the top
of the range.

“Housing,” at 16%, followed by “quiet and peaceful” and “small town feel,” each at 14%, tops
the list of factors most important in moving to Elko New Market. “Housing” is particularly
important to 5-30 year residents and 18-44 year olds; “quiet and peaceful” is a key factor for
over 30 year residents and 18-24 year olds. Ten percent point to “closeness to family,”
especially less than five year residents, and nine percent cite “rural and open space,” very
important to over 30 year residents and 18-24 year olds. Together, these top five factors are
mentioned by 63% of the sample.
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At 26%, “small town feel” leads the list of attributes people like most about living in the
community. “Quiet and peaceful” and “rural and open spaces” follow at 18% and 12%
respectively; the latter is especially liked by less than two year residents, empty-nesters, and over
55 year olds. “Friendly people” and “nice place to raise children” rank next at 11% and ten
percent each. Together these top five factors are posted by 77% of the sample.

The most serious issues facing the city are “lack of businesses,” at 30%, mentioned most often
by households containing children. Fourteen percent point to the “need for a grocery store,”
especially 5-30 year residents, while ten percent each cite “high taxes,” particularly over 20 year
residents and over 45 year olds, or “too much growth.” These four issues are posted by 64% of
the sample. A “booster” group of six percent, just below the Greater Metropolitan Area norm,
says there are “no” serious issues facing the community. “Boosters” have declined by 17%
during the past three years.

When property taxes are weighed against the quality of city services, 78% rate the value as
“excellent” or “good,” a six percent increase in three years. Twenty-two percent, down six
percent, rate the quality as “only fair” or “poor.” More negative ratings are posted by over 55
year olds and men. The over three-to-one favorable-to-unfavorable ratio reveals a community
satisfied with the cost of currently-offered city services. This rating continues to rank within the
top decile of Greater Metropolitan Area suburban and exurban communities; among exurban
communities, it places Elko New Market at the top over the past five years.

City Services:

In evaluating specific city services, the mean approval rating is 87.5%, placing the city in the top
quartile of Metropolitan Area suburban and exurban communities. The mean approval rating
decreased by 4.5% in the past three years. As an indicator of more dissatisfaction with city
services this year, “excellent” ratings decreased by an average of 9.6% since 2015.

Even so, in looking at each individual city service, two services stand out as “best practices” in
the metro area: “city street repair and maintenance” and “snow plowing.” Four services are in
the top decile in comparison to other Metropolitan Area communities: “police protection,” “fire
protection,” and “park maintenance.

Those rating a city services as “only fair” or “poor” were asked for a reason. Forty percent of
residents fall into this category. “Poor street repair” is criticized by 25%. “Poor snow plowing”
and “lack of code enforcement” are each cited by 22%.

Seventy-five percent feel the City of Elko New Market does not need to add any further city
services. Among the twenty-five percent indicating the city should add services, fifteen percent
would like to see a “community center.”

Public Safety Issues:

A solid 85% rate the amount of police patrolling in their neighborhood as “about the right
amount.” Only 12% think the amount is “not enough.” Eighty percent rate the amount of traffic
enforcement by the police in their neighborhood as “about the right amount.” Eighteen percent,
though, think it is “not enough.” These combined ratings of police patrolling are among the top
quartile of communities across the Greater Metropolitan Area.

Forty-one percent, an 11% increase in three years, think the problem of traffic speeding in their
neighborhood is either “very serious” or “somewhat serious.” Fifty-nine percent see it as “not
serious.” Thirty-nine percent, a 17% increase in three years, view the problem of stop sign
violations in their neighborhood as either “very serious” or “somewhat serious.” Sixty percent
think it is “not too serious” or “not at all serious.” Both levels of concern are slightly higher than
other suburban and exurban communities; they arise from the evaluations of over 30 year
residents and over 55 year olds.

Twenty-six percent think the greatest public safety concern in Elko New Market is “traffic
speeding,” while 17% see it as “youth crimes and vandalism.” It is important to note from the
previous question on the seriousness of traffic speeding; only 13% rate the problem as “very
serious.” Although traffic speeding leads the list of public safety concerns, it is a “soft” concern.
Thirty-seven percent think “none” of the enumerated public safety concerns are a problem in the
city; double the Greater Metropolitan Area average.
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Transportation Issues:

Fifty-five percent commute outside of the city to school or work on a daily basis. Within this
group, 78% use Highway 35 for the majority of their commutes, while 11% similarly use
Highway 13. Fifteen percent regularly ride public transit, an almost three-fold increase in three
years. Frequent users tend to be under 10 year residents, households containing children, 18-34
year olds, and women. The typical rider uses public transit five or more days per week. Among
non-public transit users, 65% have never ridden this form of transportation.

Next, respondents were asked how likely they would be to use four different potential public
transit services. In the table below, the potential service is followed by the percent of residents
who would be at least “somewhat likely” to use it and the market projection of service users.

As in the 2015 study, the most popular service is to events in either Downtown Minneapolis or
Saint Paul. Close behind is seasonal service to periodic amusements. More limited interest in
found in the daily commuter service to Downtown Minneapolis and service to area educational
institutions.

Eighty-one percent report familiarity with the Minnesota Valley Transit Authority, or MVTA.
Since 2015, familiarity has almost doubled.

Parks and Recreation:

The household use of existing facilities in the park system was examined in some detail. Eighty-
seven percent report members using the trails and sidewalks. Seventy-four percent visit larger
community parks and 68% visit smaller neighborhood parks. Fifty-eight percent, an 18%
increase since the last study, use the community ballfields, while 52%, a 13% increase, indicate
using the Wagner Park Shelter. Thirty-two percent, a 13% increase in three years, use the
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Wagner Park skatepark, and 32% visit city ice rinks. When comparing Elko New Market to
communities with similar demographics, use of park facilities is among the top quartile of cities.

Users were asked to rate each specific facility. A comparatively high average of 90% of facility
users offering ratings post positive ratings; in only two cases, Wagner Park Skatepark and city
ice rinks, did negative judgments exceed 10%. These park facility ratings continue to place the
city within the top ten percent of cities across the Greater Metropolitan Area and among the top
three exurban communities.

Ninety-one percent of the residents feel that existing recreational facilities offered by the City
meet the needs of their household. Only seven percent disagree, principally citing the lack of
baseball fields.

Ninety-two percent similarly feel that existing recreational programs offered by the City meets
the needs of their households. Six percent disagree, citing particularly the lack of basketball
programs. This level of satisfaction with recreational programs is right at the norm for the
Greater Metropolitan Area.

Forty-four percent, consistent with the 2015 level, report household members participated in a
City park and recreation program. The most popular are baseball/softball programs, accounting
for almost one-third of the participants, and swimming, accounting for 14% of the participants.
Among participants, a unanimous 99% are satisfied with the experience. Combining the use and
rating of recreation programs, Elko New Market places among the top five communities across
the Greater Metropolitan Area.

Ninety-six percent believe existing community events offered by the City meet the needs of their
households. When comparing Elko New Market to communities with similar demographics, this
level of satisfaction with community events is 17% higher than the average. A very large 86%
think the City has the “right amount” of community events; only 11% believe it is “too few.”
Eighty-one percent of community households participate in community events. Among
participants, 21% attended “the Parade,” 16% attended “Fire & Rescue Days,” and 15%
participated in “block parties” or “the Easter Egg Hunt.” One hundred percent are satisfied with
Page 5



their experiences there. Combining the use and rating of community events, Elko New Market is
at the top of communities across the Greater Metropolitan Area.

City Government and Staff:

Overall, residents continue to be extremely satisfied with their contacts with City Hall.
Forty-five percent of the sample contacted Elko New Market City Hall during the past twelve
months. Seventy-one percent called or visited one of four departments: Billing, Public Works,
Parks and Recreation, or General Information. On two aspects of customer service, staff
members are rated as either “excellent” or “good” by at least 91% of those who contacted City
Hall: “response time from City Staff to assist you” and “courtesy of city staff.” There are no
statistically significant differences between departments when looking at aspects of customer
service. The standard threshold indicating quality customer service in the public sector is an
80% positive rating. The average 94% favorable ratings on customer service places Elko New
Market in the top decile among Greater Metropolitan Area communities.

Sources of City Information:

Forty percent cite the “City Newsletter” as their principal source of information about Elko New
Market City Government and its activities. Twenty-nine percent point to the “City Website.”
Eight percent cite “social media,” while six percent each rely upon “e-mailed newsletters” or
“word of mouth.” “Local newspapers” are the principal source of information for four percent.
The City Newsletter audience is heavily skewed toward over 20 year residents, empty-nesters,
over 45 year olds, and men. The “City Website” has especially high use percentages by 2-10
year residents, households containing children, 18-44 year olds, and women. These two sources
of information appeal to different “generations.” Except with respect to one source of
information, most respondents already rely upon their most preferred source; the only exception
is “e-mailed newsletters,” preferred by 22% and currently relied upon only six percent.

Eighty-five percent report a household member regularly read the city’s newsletter. Among
regular readers, 94% rate the quality of the newsletter either “excellent” or “good,” while seven
percent rate it as “only fair” or “poor.”

If the printed version of the city’s newsletter were discontinued, 86% of Elko New Market
households would be able to access the electronic version on a computer or mobile advice.
Sixty-seven percent are also at least “somewhat likely” to read an electronic version of the city
newsletter; but, using standard market projection techniques, 26% would be expected to actually
read this version.

Sixty-seven percent, an increase of 22%, of the households in the community accessed the City’s
website. Among users, 88% favorably rate the content of the website, while 85% rate the ease of
navigating the website favorably.

A social media presence by the City of Elko New Market would supplement its current
communications reach. At this point, Facebook users are 84% of the households in the city,
while 62% use YouTube, and 42% access Twitter. Almost 90% of the users of Facebook, and
about 70% of YouTube or Twitter users report they are likely to use that social media to obtain
information about the community.

Conclusions:

In comparison with the opinion survey conducted in 2015, Elko New Market residents are
growing more worried about a cluster of issues correlated with growth and development.
Concerns about business development, development amenities, rate of growth, and tax levels
emerged as city challenges. Even so, residents rate the quality of life in Elko New Market and
rate city government and services relatively high.

The key issue facing decision-makers in the future remain balancing growth and development
with natural ambience and the efficient provision of city services — in essence, balancing the
wishes of residents against their concerns as taxpayers, City government and staff currently
strikes an excellent balance when compared with other exurban communities. Strong positive
city service ratings are posted across the board, though a slippage in intensity — from “excellent”
to “good” ratings — is common, and more criticism can be found in the perceived lack of code
enforcement and slow plowing response to snow storms. Public safety concerns remain focused
on traffic speeding and stop sign violations in residential neighborhoods, as well as youth crimes
and vandalism.

Development preferences are focusing on “Type II”” growth, shifting from the rate of change and
provision of basic services to desired types of general development. Residents see a need for
additional amenities — more local business offerings, especially a grocery store.

Two opinion “blocs” are present in this survey. Demographically, the profile of the first group is
over 20 year residents, empty-nesters, over 45 year olds, and men. They are concerned about
“high taxes,” “preserving the rural ambience of the city by maintaining open spaces,” and
“efficient city government spending.” The second group is composed of less than 20 year
residents, households containing children, 18-44 year olds, and women. They are concerned
about “safety,” “quality of schools,” “preserving the rural ambience of the city by maintaining
open spaces,” and “lack of businesses in the community.” The first block primarily uses the City
Newsletter to keep abreast of City government and its activities; the second bloc relies upon the

Overall, the City of Elko New Market continues to do an exceptional job in communicating with
residents about city government and policies. But, shifting away from the printed newsletter
could disenfranchise one of the major opinion blocs in the community. Given their
communication preferences, residents want to receive information directly from the City with no
secondary filters.

As in the 2015 study, Elko New Market is still “working well.” Residents are very happy with
their community. They endorse the direction the City is taking and are confident about the future
of the community. The major challenge will be preserving the small town ambience of the
community and simultaneously attracting more suburban-like amenities to the city.

Schwichtenberg and Berg
expressed support for allowing MFU’s to operate within public rights of way, including
residential areas. There was not a consensus of the City Council about allowing MFU’s
to operate in public rights of way in residential districts. Overall, the Council would like
to see more flexibility in where they can operate. The next discussion revolved around
the 21-day limit for MFUs to operate in the City and Staff noted that it was regulated that

way by the State law. Chief Juell added that if it can operate for more than 21 days, then
it becomes more of a permanent seasonal stand, and less mobile. The final discussion
item was whether to remove proposed Section 4-10-8 (L) which restricts MFU’s from
operating in a certain geographic areas of the City during Fire Rescue Days, and allow
MFUs to operate during any City event, including Fire Rescue Days. There was no
consensus on this point, so City Council directed staff to look at how other cities handle
MFUs during community events for further discussion. Consensus of the City Council
was to add it to a future meeting once City Staff completed their research.

As part of City Staff's continuing review of services provided by outside contractors to the City

every 3 years, a Request for Quotes (RFQ) for refuse collection and recycling at City facilities
was undertaken by Staff.

An RFQ was sent to the three companies holding licenses in the City — Buckingham Disposal,
Dick’s Sanitation, and Waste Management — for a three-year contract to provide refuse
collection and recycling services for City Hall, the Public Works Facility, the Police Department
and the Wagner Park Shelter. The sole quote received was from Dick’s Sanitation.

The total cost for refuse and recycling services per year is $4,284.14, which includes all taxes
and fees.

The City Attorney has reviewed the attached contract, as to form and content.

RECOMMENDATION:

Approve the attached 3-year contract with Dick’s Sanitation, Inc. for Refuse and Recycling

AGREEMENT FOR MUNICIPAL FACILITIES
GARBAGE AND RECYCLYING
COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL SERVICES

AGREEMENT dated July 1, 2019, by and between the CITY OF ELKO NEW
MARKET, a Minnesota municipal corporation (“City”), and Dick’s Sanitation, Inc, a
Minnesota company (“Contractor”).

IN CONSIDERATION OF THEIR MUTUAL COVENANTS, THE PARTIES
AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

1 SCOPE OF SERVICES. Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials, and equipment and
perform all work for the collection, hauling, processing and disposal of refuse, garbage, and
recycling for the City as described below. Contractor shall collect all garbage, refuse, and
recycling accumulated and set out for collection from City property as specified below:

A. Police Department, 26518 France Avenue.
I.  One (1) thirty-five (35) gallon trash cart serviced once per week.
i. Compensation for this service will be _$26.91 _ per month.

B. Public Works Facility & Water Treatment Facility, 25499 Natchez Avenue.
L One (1) two-yard (2) trash dumpster serviced as follows:
i. Compensation for this service will be $80.73 per month.

C. City Hall, 601 Main Street.
L One (1) three-yard (3) trash dumpster serviced once per week.
i. Compensation for this service will be $103.60 per month.
IL One (1) two-yard (2) recycling dumpster serviced once per week.
i. Compensation for this service will be $40.25 per month.

D. Wagner Park, 121 Todd Street.
I.  One (1) six-yard (6) trash dumpster serviced as follows:
i. Compensation for this service will be $130.51 per month once a week
for the months of May 1st through September 30"
ii. Compensation for this service will be $80.73 every other week for the
months of October 1st through April 30th.

The following materials are not included in the collection service: toxic
and hazardous wastes including but not limited to poisons, pesticides,
herbicides, acids, caustics, pathological wastes, radioactive materials,
flammable or explosive materials, motor oils and paint in liquid form.

2. Contractor Operations. Contractor shall abide by the following conditions while
performing services under this agreement:

A. Hours of Regular Collection. Daily collection hours shall not begin prior to 6:30



a.m., nor continue past 6:00 p.m.

B. Procedure in Collection and Handling of Refuse. All refuse must be removed in
such a manner that none is spilled, dropped, strewn or allowed to remain on, about or
around the premises from which it is collected. No refuse from containers, trucks or
equipment shall be dropped, strewn, thrown or in any manner deposited upon any of
the streets or sidewalks within the City. Care shall be taken not to damage containers.

C. Disposal of Refuse. All garbage and refuse shall be hauled, transported, weighed-in,
and disposed of pursuant to State Law.

D. Management of Collection. The disposition of such material shall be so conducted
and handled to at no time create a nuisance or become injurious to the public health of
persons living either within or outside the corporate limits of the City. Contractor
shall take measures to protect all public and private property, including utility
property from damages caused by the provision of services under this Agreement, and
if damage occurs, Contractor will be solely responsible for repairing, replacing, or
compensating for the damage.

3. COMPENSATION. Contractor shall bill the City on a monthly basis for services
rendered. Within 10 days of receipt of a promptly itemized invoice, the City will compensate
Contractor as set forth herein, inclusive of taxes and expenses.

4, TERM. The term of this Agreement is thirty-six (36) months. It will commence on
July 1, 2019 and terminate on June 30, 2022.

5. CHANGE ORDERS. All change orders, regardless of amount, must be
approved in advance and in writing by the City. No payment will be due or made for work done
in advance of such approval.

6. DOCUMENTS. The City shall be the owner of all documents, reports, studies,
analysis and the like prepared by Contractor in conjunction with this Agreement.

7. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS. In providing services
hereunder, Contractor shall abide by all statutes, ordinances, rules and regulations pertaining to the
provision of services to be provided.

8. STANDARD OF CARE. Contractor shall exercise the same degrees of care,
skill, and diligence in the performance of the services as is ordinarily possessed and exercised by
a professional under similar circumstances. City shall not be responsible for discovering
deficiencies in the accuracy of Contractor’s services.

9. INDEMNIFICATION. Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the City, its
officers, agents, and employees, of and from any and all claims, demands, actions, causes of action,
including costs and attorney's fees, arising out of or by reason of the execution or performance of
the work or services provided for herein and further agrees to defend at its sole cost and expense any



action or proceeding commenced for the purpose of asserting any claim of whatsoever character
arising hereunder.

10. INSURANCE. Contractor shall secure and maintain such insurance as will protect
Contractor from claims under the Worker's Compensation Acts, automobile liability, and from
claims for bodily injury, death, or property damage which may arise from the performance of
services under this Agreement. Such insurance shall be written for amounts not less than:

Commercial General Liability $1,000,000 each occurrence/aggregate
Automobile Liability $1,000,000 combined single limit
Excess/Umbrella Liability $2,000,000 each occurrence/aggregate

The Contractor’s insurance must be “Primary and Non-Contributory.” The City shall be named as
an additional insured on the general liability and umbrella policies. Before commencing work, the
Contractor shall provide the City a certificate of insurance evidencing the required insurance
coverage in a form acceptable to City. Contractor’s policies and Certificate of Insurance shall
contain a provision that coverage afforded under the policies shall not be cancelled without at
least thirty (30) days’ advanced written notice to the City, or ten (10) days’ notice for non-
payment of premium.

11. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR. The City hereby retains Contractor as an
independent contractor upon the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement. Contractor is not
an employee of the City and is free to contract with other entities as provided herein. Contractor
shall be responsible for selecting the means and methods of performing the work. Contractor shall
furnish any and all supplies, equipment, and incidentals necessary for Contractor's performance
under this Agreement. City and Contractor agree that Contractor shall not at any time or in any
manner represent that Contractor or any of Contractor's agents or employees are in any manner
agents or employees of the City. Contractor shall be exclusively responsible under this Agreement
for Contractor's own FICA payments, workers compensation payments, unemployment
compensation payments, withholding amounts, and/or self-employment taxes if any such payments,
amounts, or taxes are required to be paid by law or regulation.

12. SUBCONTRACTORS. Contractor shall not enter into subcontracts for services
provided under this Agreement without the express written consent of the City. Contractor shall
comply with Minnesota Statute § 471.425. Contractor must pay subcontractor for all undisputed
services provided by subcontractor within ten days of Contractor’s receipt of payment from City.
Contractor must pay interest of 1.5 percent per month or any part of a month to subcontractor on
any undisputed amount not paid on time to subcontractor. The minimum monthly interest
penalty payment for an unpaid balance of $100 or more is $10.

13. ASSIGNMENT. Neither party shall assign this Agreement, nor any interest arising
herein, without the written consent of the other party.

14, WAIVER. Any waiver by either party of a breach of any provisions of this
Agreement shall not affect, in any respect, the validity of the remainder of this Agreement.



15. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. The entire agreement of the parties is contained herein.
This Agreement supersedes all oral agreements and negotiations between the parties relating to the
subject matter hereof as well as any previous agreements presently in effect between the parties
relating to the subject matter hereof. Any alterations, amendments, deletions, or waivers of the
provisions of this Agreement shall be valid only when expressed in writing and duly signed by the
parties, unless otherwise provided herein.

16. CONTROLLING LAW/VENUE. This Agreement shall be governed by and
construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Minnesota. In the event of litigation, the
exclusive venue shall be in the District Court of the State of Minnesota for Scott County.

17. RECORDS. Contractor shall maintain complete and accurate records of time and
expense involved in the performance of services.

18. MINNESOTA GOVERNMENT DATA PRACTICES ACT. Contractor must
comply with the Minnesota Government Data Practices Act, Minnesota Statutes Chapter 13, as it
applies to (1) all data provided by the City pursuant to this Agreement, and (2) all data, created,
collected, received, stored, used, maintained, or disseminated by Contractor pursuant to this
Agreement. Contractor is subject to all the provisions of the Minnesota Government Data Practices
Act, including but not limited to the civil remedies of Minnesota Statutes Section 13.08, as if it were
a government entity. In the event Contractor receives a request to release data, Contractor must
immediately notify City. City will give Contractor instructions concerning the release of the data to
the requesting party before the data is released. Contractor agrees to defend, indemnify, and hold
City, its officials, officers, agents, employees, and volunteers harmless from any claims resulting
from Contractor’s officers’, agents’, partners’, employees’, volunteers’, assignees’ or
subcontractors’ unlawful disclosure and/or use of protected data. The terms of this paragraph shall
survive the cancellation or termination of this Agreement.

19. TERMINATION OF THE AGREEMENT. The City may terminate this
Agreement or any part thereof at any time, upon sixty (60) days written notice to Contractor,
effective upon delivery, including delivery by mail, facsimile or email. In such event, Contractor
will be entitled to compensation for work performed up to the date of termination based upon the
payment terms of this Agreement.

Due to the lack of a sufficient candidate pool in the recent Maintenance Work | posting, Staff is
proposing a revision to the job description for the Maintenance Worker | position. Staff is
proposing to remove the minimum requirement for moderate work experience in utilities.

MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS

High school diploma or GED and moderate experience werking-with-utilities, operating heavy
equipment, or equivalent combination of education and experience and Class B driver’s
license in the State of Minnesota.

The number and quality of candidates in recent candidate pools that are capable of meeting
this minimum requirement has been very limited. Staff believes that this change will aid in
increasing the size and depth of applicant pools, as well as making eligible quality candidates
that otherwise would not have met the minimum qualifications.

Utilizing the Class Evaluation System Manual from Springsted, Inc for guidance the revision to
the Maintenance Worker | job description position would require no changes to current pay
grade for the position.

BACKGROUND

The Fire Department’s Heavy Rescue primarily responds to medicals and accident calls, which
make up the majority of the Department’s call load. It also transports personnel and equipment
to calls generally. As a result, the vehicle responds to more calls than any other vehicle in the
Fire Department fleet.

The vehicle was provided by and is owned by New Market Township and currently leased to
the City of EIko New Market. Experience has demonstrated that the vehicle is oversized for its
purpose making it difficult to maneuver to and around incident scenes. The vehicle is also two
wheel drive, limiting its utility under certain conditions both on and off road. The heavy rescue
is over 18 years old and at the end of its usable life as a reliable response vehicle for this
purpose. It was originally intended to be replaced in 2015 and was delayed so the financing
could be bundled with other debt issuance.

The new vehicle is smaller, more maneuverable and four wheel drive. The replacement vehicle
reflects the Department’s operational needs based on experience. A picture of similar vehicle
to one being purchased is provided below.



The Department also has two Grass Rigs, a 2000 F450 and a 2005 F250. These are four
wheel drive pickups that are equipped with water tanks and pumps that allow for off-road
firefighting operations. The vehicles also pulls the Department’'s 6-wheeler (used for off-road
firefighting, as well search and rescue operations) and to transport personnel to incidents. Both
vehicles were originally intended to be replaced over the last few years and were delayed so
the financing could be bundled with other debt issuance. The 2000 and 2005 Grass Rigs are
pictured below.



DISCUSSION:
The City Council is being asked to authorize the purchase of a rescue truck to replace the

2002 Heavy Rescue vehicle. The vehicle is proposed to be purchased through HGAC contract
pricing (meeting competitive bid requirements) from Custom Fire Apparatus Inc. in the amount
of $284,890.00. A progress payment of $53,035.50 would be due upon delivery of the chassis.
The remaining balance due upon delivery of the complete vehicle.




The Council is also being asked to authorize the purchase of two Grass Rigs to replace the
2000 Ford F450 and the 2005 Ford F250 Grass Rigs with the purchase a Ford F350 for
$44,429 less trade-in of $12,000 and a Ford F350 for $34,667, less trade-in (or reimbursement
of Capital Outlay with proceeds of sale). The vehicles would be purchased with funds donated
to Capital Outlay by the Elko New Market Fire Relief. The Fire Relief has indicated its desire
that the funds be used for this purpose. The use of the donated funds would greatly reduce the
impact on the taxpayers of the Fire District.

BUDGET IMPACT:
$284,890.00 to be financed through Equipment Certificates and up to $79,096 to be funded
through donated funds on hand.

In order to optimize the financing for the projects, opportunities may present themselves to
“bundle” the financing to achieve better rates in the market and/or reduce the relative overhead
cost of the issuance. Internal Revenue Service Regulations require that the City make a
declaration of its official intent to reimburse itself for such prior expenditures out of the
proceeds.

DISCUSSION:

The City Council is being asked to adopt Resolution 19-29 Relating To Financing Of Certain
Proposed Projects To Be Undertaken By The City Of Elko New Market; Establishing
Compliance With Reimbursement Bond Regulations Under The Internal Revenue Code. The
Resolution must list the projects that the City will be reimbursed for and the amount of the
reimbursement. The City may not reimburse itself for more than the amount for each
project/purchase in the Resolution. The Maximum Amount of Bonds Expected to be Issued for
Project listed in the Resolution include a healthy contingency and are notably greater than
current budgets for each project.

BUDGET IMPACT:
None. Adoption of the Resolution has no cost to the projects. It simply provides the ability to
make expenditures or “cash flow” the projects prior to receiving proceeds from financing.

RESOLUTION RELATING TO FINANCING OF CERTAIN PROPOSED PROJECTS
TO BE UNDERTAKEN BY THE CITY OF ELKO NEW MARKET; ESTABLISHING

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of the City of Elko New Market, Minnesota (the
“City”), as follows:

1. Recitals.

(a) The Internal Revenue Service has issued Section 1.150-2 of the Income
Tax Regulations (the “Regulations’) dealing with the issuance of bonds, all or a portion
of the proceeds of which are to be used to reimburse the City for project expenditures
made by the City prior to the date of issuance.

(b) The Regulations generally require that the City make a declaration of its
official intent to reimburse itself for such prior expenditures out of the proceeds of a
subsequently issued series of bonds within 60 days after payment of the expenditures,
that the bonds be issued and the reimbursement allocation be made from the proceeds of
such bonds within the reimbursement period (as defined in the Regulations), and that the
expenditures reimbursed be capital expenditures or costs of issuance of the bonds.

(c) The City desires to comply with requirements of the Regulations with
respect to certain projects hereinafter identified.

2. Official Intent Declaration.

(a) The City proposes to undertake the following project or projects and to make
original expenditures with respect thereto prior to the issuance of reimbursement bonds, and
reasonably expects to issue reimbursement bonds for such project or projects in the maximum
principal amounts shown below:

Maximum Amount of Bonds

Project Expected to be Issued for Project
2019 Streets Rehabilitation $670,000
Police Department Renovation $1,600,000
CSAH 2 and CSAH 91 Roundabout, Trails, Downtown Lighting

and Continuous Lighting $1,400,000

(b) Other than (i) de minimis amounts permitted to be reimbursed pursuant to
Section 1.150-2(f)(1) of the Regulations or (ii) expenditures constituting preliminary
expenditures as defined in Section 1.150-2()(2) of the Regulations, the City will not seek
reimbursement for any original expenditures with respect to the foregoing projects paid more
than 60 days prior to the date of adoption of this resolution. All original expenditures for which
reimbursement is sought will be capital expenditures or costs of issuance of the reimbursement
bonds.

3. Budgetary Matters. As of the date hereof, there are no City funds reserved,
pledged, allocated on a long term basis or otherwise set aside (or reasonably expected to be
reserved, pledged, allocated on a long term basis or otherwise set aside) to provide permanent
financing for the original expenditures related to the projects, other than pursuant to the issuance
of the reimbursement bonds. Consequently, it is not expected that the issuance of the
reimbursement bonds will result in the creation of any replacement proceeds.

4. Reimbursement Allocations. The City’s financial officer shall be responsible
for making the “reimbursement allocations™ described in the Regulations, being generally the
transfer of the appropriate amount of proceeds of the reimbursement bonds to reimburse the
source of temporary financing used by the City to make payment of the original expenditures
relating to the projects. Each reimbursement allocation shall be made within 45 days of the date
of issuance of the reimbursement bonds, shall be evidenced by an entry on the official books and
records of the City maintained for the reimbursement bonds and shall specifically identify the
original expenditures being reimbursed.

BACKGROUND

Prior to the merger of the Cites of Elko and New Market, the Joint Sewer Board (JSB) provided
oversight for the operation of the combined wastewater collection and treatment system for the
cities. This joint powers organization owned and operated the wastewater treatment facility, as
well as operated the collection systems of the individual cities. The JSB was governed by a
board made up of representative from both former cities.

In 2005, the JSB established a policy specifying the conditions and criteria under which the
JSB would waive the JSB’s Sewer Access Charge (SAC) fee. This fee was similar to the
current Met Council SAC fee or the City’s trunk fee. It was collected by the Cities on behalf of
the JSB to pay for capital infrastructure. It is the understanding of Staff that general property
tax levy was used for a limited period of time to partially service the debt for the initial
installation of the sanitary sewer system in the former City of Elko. And, this was part of the
rationale for establishing the JSB Sewer Access Charge (SAC) Waiver Policy.

Sewer Access Charge Waiver Policy

Praperty owners may petition for a waiver of the Sewer Access Charge(s) (SAC) due to
JSB upon connection to the municipal sanitary sewer svstem. The following criteria must

The City connected to the to the Met Council interceptor in 2011, causing the policy to expire.
The Council has had multiple discussions regarding extension of the policy or establishment of
a similar policy, most recently in 2018. The Council had decided not to reestablish a same or
similar policy or provide a waiver consistent with the policy on a case by case basis.

The City had been contacted by the owner of 26501 Xerxes Trail (Lucast) regarding
connection to the City’s waste water system. The property is currently served by a Subsurface
Sewage Treatment System (SSTS) which was reportedly initially installed in 1987 as a
replacement system. Connection to city sewer would require connecting to the existing sewer
service coming out of the house. As part of the connection request, the property owner
(Lucast) has inquired about full or partial waiver of connection fees, specifically the previous
JSB Sewer Access Charge Waiver Policy. The property owner was advised that the Council
had recently discussed the topic in 2018 and determined that no so such credit or waiver of
fees would be provided. Any request varying from that policy direction would need to be made
directly to Council.



In February, the property owner (Lucast) made a formal request for a reduction in fees
consistent with the former JSB Sewer Access Charge (SAC) Waiver Policy. The fees
associated with the hookup include the trunk fee of $4,056, the connection fee of $2,107 and
the MCES fee of $4,864 for a total $11,027. The JSB Sanitary Sewer Charge Waiver policy
provided a waiver of the JSB Sewer Access Charge (SAC), which was $4,300 at the time. This
was collected in addition to the city trunk fees. When the Cities merged, the JSB SAC fee of
$4,300 was combined with the sanitary sewer trunk fee. The sanitary sewer trunk fee is
currently $4,056 per the 2019 Fee Schedule.

Staff recommended that any credit not exceed the amount of the current trunk fee of $4,056.
Furthermore, Staff recommended reviewing the Lucast request within the context of a policy
decision as opposed to an individual request. In considering the request, the Council
determined that the issue be discussed within the context of a policy decision regarding
properties with similar circumstances.

After considering the issue, the Council directed Staff to prepare a policy providing a credit
towards the Sewer Trunk Fee for consideration by the City Council. The Council did not
provide direction on the amount of the credit.

The draft policy was presented to the Council at the May 9, 2019 meeting for consideration.
The Council directed some minor changes to the policy. These include making the credit a
percentage of the fee, as opposed to a specific amount. The Council also requested that
language be added to clarify that the Woodcrest Development, which has a separate policy, is
excluded. The Council also requested more information on the number of properties that would
be eligible under the proposed policy. .

DISCUSSION:

Staff has provided a revised Policy For A Credit To The City Sanitary Sewer Trunk Fee For
Eligible Properties for consideration by the City Council. The revised policy includes the
directed changes, including making the credit a percentage of the fee and excluding those
properties addressed by the Woodcrest Sanitary Sewer Policy. Since the Council did not
provide direction, the amount of the credit will need to be inserted once it has been determined
by Council.

It is estimated that fourteen properties would be eligible to receive the credit under the
proposed policy.



BUDGET IMPACT:
Non-collection of the sewer trunk fee in the amount of the determined credit.

WHEREAS, the JSB is no longer in existence and the JSB Policy providing such
a waiver has expired;

WHEREAS, the City desires to continue the JSB Policy, in concept, by providing
a credit to the sanitary sewer trunk fee for eligible properties within the City pursuant to
the Sanitary Sewer Trunk Fee Credit Policy attached hereto as Exhibit A;

EXHIBIT A
SANITARY SEWER TRUNK FEE CREDIT POLICY

1. Purpose. The City desires to encourage properties currently served by a
subsurface sewage treatment system (“SSTS”) to connect to the City sanitary sewer
service by providing a credit to the sanitary sewer trunk fee for properties that supported
the initial installation of sanitary sewer infrastructure through general property taxes.

2. Credit. Eligible properties under this policy shall receive a % reduction
in the amount of the City’s sanitary sewer trunk fee in accordance with the terms of this
policy.

3. Eligibility. Properties are eligible for the credit provided under this policy, if the
property meets the following criteria:

a. The property was located within the corporate boundary of the City of
Elko or the City of New Market prior to January 1, 1987; and

b. The property must have been improved with a single family, multi-family
or commercial building served by an SSTS prior to January 1, 1989; and

c. The property has gravity sewer available and is not receiving a credit or

waiver under the Woodcrest Sanitary Sewer Policy.

4. Application for Credit. A property seeking a credit to the sanitary sewer service
trunk fee, must request the credit at the time of connection and provide evidence
supporting eligibility for the credit. No credit will be applied to properties that have
previously connected to city sanitary sewer service or that connect prior to applying for a
credit.

The City Council is being asked to the adopt the attached resolution approving plans and specifications
and authorizing the advertisement for bids for the above-referenced project.

DISCUSSION

A .pdf of the project plans is attached. A Project Manual, including specifications, is available on request.
The manual is not attached due to size.

The attached Engineer’s Estimate lists the items of work included in the project. It also provides an
estimate of impacts on the General Fund, the Stormwater Fund, and an updated estimate of assessment
per Residential Equivalent Unit.

Some work is proposed to be completed by the Public Works Dept. including installation of subsurface
drains on Jean Way and Aaron Drive, as well as replacement of Street Name sign blades. Costs
associated with this in-house work may be billed to the project and paid with bond proceeds. This work
is supportive of the project goals but is not generally within the capabilities of most paving contractors
and their usual subcontractors. Staff feels it will be more cost effective for the Public Works Department
to complete this work. These items are not included in the determination of assessment amounts.

Awarding the contract at the end of June would mean this work is done after Fire and Rescue Days. The
completion date in the contract is November 15", so the work would be done in advance of the
roundabout project in 2020. Scott County has dictated the roundabout will be constructed closed to
traffic, with official detours following other county roads around the City. Staff expects additional use of
some roads in the rehabilitation project due to unofficial detours. Signage and enforcement will be used
to prevent heavy truck traffic on city streets. Speeds and counts will be monitored with radar equipment
to help in complaint responses. The additional automobile traffic over a several week period would not
be expected to result in a notable reduction of pavement life. Staff therefore recommends proceeding
with the rehabilitation work as planned, with no adjustments based on anticipated detour traffic.

BACKGROUND

Community concerns about safety at the intersection of CSAH 2 & 91 led to the County, on the
City’s behalf, applying for improvement funding under the federal Highway Safety Improvement
Program (HSIP) in 2016. The application was successful, awarding federal funding for up to
90% of eligible project costs in federal program year 2020, totaling up to $1.9 million. There
was an understanding with Scott County at the time of the application that the City would be
the lead agency in planning for and funding the roundabout improvement project. The
County’s primary involvement was the preparation of the grant application.

Following the successful outcome of the HSIP application, the City continued planning for the
roundabout project and entered into contracts with Bolton and Menk to complete the following
items:

Concept Design Engineering — In October, 2017 the Council authorized the concept design
stage of the project. The purpose of this phase of the project was to:

Identify a preferred concept layout.

Develop updated cost estimates

Identify right-of-way and environmental impacts of the project

Coordinate public involvement and feedback regarding additional design elements to be
incorporated into the project, such as monuments, landscaping, trails, lighting, etc.

Preliminary Design Engineering — In June, 2018 the Council authorized the preliminary design
stage of the project. The purpose of this phase of the project was to:

Develop a geometric layout to move the project to a 30% design level
Make final decision on add-ons such as trails, lighting, landscaping
Detailed identification of right-of-way needs

Provide updated cost estimate based on geometric layout
Coordinate peer review report

Obtain County approval of final geometric design layout

REQUESTED COUNCIL ACTION:

Bolton and Menk has successfully completed the Preliminary Design Phase of the project, and
the City Council is being asked to approve the Preliminary Design and Geometric Layout at
this time. As part of this requested action, the City Council is specifically being asked to make
a decision regarding the “add-on” portions of the project. Through public engagement in both
the Concept and Preliminary Design phases, the public identified trails and lighting as
preferred add-on items.

It is important for the City Council to understand the cost implications of the base roundabout
project, and the add-on items (trails and lighting). Scott County has agreed to contribute a
lump sum payment of $178,000 towards the cost of the trails, which leaves an estimated
$238,740 in City costs. The lighting estimates have been broken down into two sections; the
